Interior Population of Trumpeter Swans. The local
public seems to be very enthusiastic about the swans
and the private landowners are very welcoming to
their presence for several months each year. Initially
being drawn by artificial feed, the swans appear to be
gradually exploring the area and making use of other
food resources, including field feeding. Heber
Springs looks to be a promising Trumpeter Swan

wintering location for years to come, an example for
the development of other potential southern wintering
locations. TTSS views Magness Lake and its
surrounding uplands as critical components in the
restoration of Trumpeter Swans to the Interior
Population and is excited about working with AGFC
and private citizens to further benefit the swans.
